Language proficiency•	

You may take undergraduate or postgraduate degree study in Polish or in English.
If your Polish language skills are not acceptable for admission you may be advised to take an intensive Polish 
course at the Language Centre of the Koszalin University of Technology.

The English minimum requirements are:•	

• Paper based TOEFL (Test of English as a Foreign Language) score of 550 (TWE 4.5)
• Computer based TOEFL of 213
• IELTS – International English Language Testing System – score 6.0 in the academic module
• Cambridge Certificate of Advanced English (CAE) Grade B
• Cambridge Certificate of Proficiency in English (CPE) Grade C
• GCE ‘A’ Level General Paper (English) grade C or higher
• APIEL (Advanced Placement International English Language) Examination Grade 3
• International Baccalaureate if programme taught in English

If your English language skills are not acceptable for admission you may be advised to take an intensive English 
course at the Koszalin University of Technology Language Centre.
First year students should come to Koszalin one month before the beginning of the academic year in order 
to attend an intensive course of Polish. The price of the course is included in the first semester fee.

Currency•	

The Polish Zloty (abbr. “zł” or “PLN”) is a stable currency. 1 EUR equals approximately 4.1 zł. 

One Zloty is divided into 100 groszy, coins are in denominations from 1 grosz to 5 zloty, bank notes are from 10 

to 200 zloty. Foreign currencies (Euro, Dollars, etc.) can be exchanged in many places marked „Kantor” 

or in banks.
All goods and services are subject to 7 or 22% tax (VAT) which is included in the display price.

Credit cards•	

All major credit cards (Visa, Euro Card, Master Card, etc.) are accepted in many places like shops, hotels, 

and restaurants. You can also withdraw cash from many ATMs located in the town, but it costs some 

commission. It is possible for foreign students to set up a bank account. You will need an ID-card and your 
temporary visa. Most banks in Poland provide also electronic banking in case the custom can do his/her 

cashless transactions by the Internet.

Visa requirements•	

Students from all the states of the European Union and European Economic Community Organization do not 

need a visa when arriving to Poland.
Though foreigners wishing to study and to stay for longer than 3 months are obliged to legalize their stay 

by appropriate authorities.

Citizens of some countries must obtain a valid visa. Visas are issued abroad by Polish diplomatic and consular 

establishments in the country of origin. 45 days before the visa expiry date one is to apply for a residence 
permit in Poland. This application is to submit by the Westpomerania Voivodship Offices (pol. 

Zachodniopomorski Urząd Wojewódzki) in Szczecin or in a delegate office in Koszalin. Following documents must 

be submitted: birth certificate, statement on not being punished for a crime and the statement on not being 

in debt or having any financial obligations. The country of origin should issue all these papers.
